Job Description for Early College High School Teacher

School day for teachers:  Monday-Friday 7:00 a.m.-3:45 p.m. In addition, teachers are required to provide two hours of after school tutoring in their subject area on afternoons of their choice. 

The school year starts August 1, 2007 with two weeks of school based professional development. Students begin classes  mid August. Teachers and students have Thanksgiving, Christmas, Mardi Gras and Easter Holidays during the school year. Teachers generally teach five classes a day with one planning period. They assist in before and after school and lunch duties and are required to participate in ongoing professional development activities.

Teaching Duties are as follows:  
 Teach particular subject and monitor student learning using methods and assessments aligned to meet individual student needs
Collaborate with school and university personnel and parents to meet individual student needs
Design and implement a model curriculum that reflects state standards and grade level expectations
Participate in parent conferencing and special meetings with parents/students as necessary
Serve as an advisor in the school's advisory program
Use available instructional materials and a variety of techniques in providing opportunities for student achievement and development
Demonstrates knowledge and application of appropriate developmental practices
Keep accurate records including class lists, attendance, health records, roll book, report cards, and permanent folders
Develop and implement proper classroom management techniques
Develop effective lesson plans aligned with standards and grade level expectations
Demonstrate evidence of professional development
Demonstrate evidence of student achievement
Assist in the development and implementation of quality education for students
All other duties as assigned by the principal
